It is the ship's first call of the season and the restart
for the crew after the corona break at the same time, making it the eighth ship in the AIDA fleet to go offshore again in just three days’ time.

The first two cruises with AIDAdiva will take the guests to Gdansk, Visby and Copenhagen on five-day trips. On October 26, AIDAdiva will start for the
Caribbean from Warnemunde. Powdery white dream beaches await the guests on Tortola, Samana, St. Maarten and in Basseterre on St. Kitts and
Nevis, the sister islands of the Lesser Antilles.
